Major change underway at ACC

The last couple of months have been a hectic time for ACC staff and Board with seasonal plantings of over 1 million trees,
development of Caring for our Country projects for 2009/10, wrap-up of the NHT/NAP programs and the completion of a
comprehensive governance review aimed at moving the group forward with better ways to assist the community in managing
their natural resources.

The most significant changes stemming from the review are:

1. a shift from a representative Committee of Management to a skills-based Community Board of Management comprising
between eight and ten Director positions;

2. the creation of a broader Membership base for the organisation, comprising key stakeholder groups whose interests will
be reflected in the decision making of the group;

3. astakeholder engagement framework and strategy that allows for transparency in, and formalization of, the interface
with key stakeholder groups; and

4. the strengthening of community engagement through the formalisation of sub-catchment Reference Groups for the
Yilgarn, Lockhart and Avon Sub-catchments.

We are now well structured as an independent community based group to work with the Avon River Basin community through
collaboration and partnership to achieve positive changes for our environment.

Stay tuned as we are also in the process of changing our name to “Wheatbelt NRM” to better reflect our community of interest.
These changes will be rolled out over the next couple of months and should be finalised by our October 2009 AGM. Immediate
priorities include a Membership drive, nominations for Board Director vacancies, formal change of name, new web and email

addresses, and planning to get the Sub-catchment reference groups up and running.

All'in all, a positive set of changes intended to enable community groups more input into how the Wheatbelt’s natural resources
are managed.

2.3 Crystal ball for rainfall in world-first atlas!

Researchers from The Australian National University have created the world’s first comprehensive visual atlas of global rainfall
projections over the next 100 years based on all of the models used by the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change in its
most recent report.

PhD researcher Wee Ho Lim and Dr Michael Roderick from ANU have created the Atlas of the Global Water Cycle, which contains
some 300 pages of global maps and tables showing current and projected measures of rainfall, evaporation and runoff.

The atlas illustrate the projections of each of the 20 computer models used by different countries to forecast future water cycles
— data drawn upon by the IPCC in its reporting on climate change, but not visualised in the same way and place until now. For
more information go to;

A new publication by the Future Farm Industries CRC (FFI CRC) shows how farmers can increase
their productivity and remain profitable in a dry and uncertain climate through the use of perennial
plants.

Called Prospects for perennials, the publication is a definitive guide to incorporating perennial plants
into the mixed grazing and cropping systems of southern Australia.

The publication is particularly relevant to farmers who are weighing up the options for coping with
unreliable rainfall and are looking for sustainable ways to remain productive.

Prospects for perennials also provides a glimpse of what farming in the future could be like by

highlighting the research underway and technologies being developed by FFI CRC to help Australia
achieve new levels of sustainability and productivity in a drying climate.
