Foxes are again outfoxed by community efforts
 


The community commitment to controlling foxes and rabbits across agricultural landscapes was again illustrated on the
weekend, with farmers across the south west land division working together as part of the annual Red Card for Red Fox
program.
 
The second of the Stockbrands Community Foxshoots saw 45 groups coordinate the efforts of over 800 farmers and
volunteers, who worked through the night culling foxes, feral cats, rabbits and wild pigs while raising funds for the Royal
Flying Doctor Service.
 
Over 3000 foxes were culled in the shoots, which would eat the equivalent of 16 semi-trailer loads of livestock, native
animals and insects each year. Farmers also culled 140 wild cats, who can raise up to 8 kittens each year, along with over
2500 rabbits.
 
This total will see Stockbrands donate $15,000 to the Royal Flying Doctor Service as part of their sponsorship arrangement
of donating $5 per fox culled in registered shoots. John Forehan owns Stockbrands Co and is proud that his Western
Australian company is supporting this Western Australian cause, and is a firm believer in supporting local economy.  The
program is made possible through collaborative funding by the Department of Agriculture and Food WA, Wheatbelt NRM,
South West Catchments Council and South Coast NRM bodies.  
 
Partnerships are a strong focus of the program and professional hunting and conservation bodies, such as the Sporting
Shooters Association, are also forging strong links with farmers in a bid to outwit the wily fox.

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4.1 Landcare Facilitators Initiative
The Australian Government's support for Landcare continues with applications now open for suitable organisations to
apply for funding to host a Landcare facilitator under the National Landcare Facilitator Initiative.


The Australian Government has committed $33.6 million over four years under the National Landcare Facilitator Initiative
for organisations to employ a Landcare facilitator within each of the 56 Natural Resource Management regions across
Australia. Eligible host organisations must be engaged in natural resource management and promoting the uptake of
sustainable farm and land management practices.


The new arrangements for the National Landcare Facilitator Initiative will come into effect on 1 July 2010. It is envisaged
that funding agreements will cover the period 1 July 2010 to 30 June 2013.


Applications for host organisations will be open until 15 April 2010.

Located 5 kilometres west of the Northam Townsite, Burlong Pool is a semipermanent body of water and a site of
significance to both the Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal people of Northam.
 
The site was also used as a training location in water crossings by the military and for recreational activities for the local
Northam community in the 1940’s and 50’s.
 
Wheatbelt NRM (formally known as Avon Catchment Council) in association with its partners has installed 12 interpretive
signs at Burlong Pool that are reprinted here in this booklet. The site has also undergone a major cleanup and
development. This project was a joint initiative involving the local Aboriginal community, Shire of Northam, Avon Valley
Environmental Society, Department of Water, Avon Valley Contractors, Green Corps and Wheatbelt NRM.
